Baboró Festival Mentoring Programme 2017 – Application Guidelines

Baboró International Arts Festival for Children in Galway is a wonderful place for Irish children, teachers, artists and creatives to see some of the best Irish and International work made especially for this audience. It is also a great opportunity for artists and creatives to meet International performers and makers of work for children, as well as seasoned International and Irish programmers. The festival provides unique opportunities to explore ideas, discuss festival shows, partake in practical workshops and lively industry discussions. 

Baboró’s new initiative aims to encourage young artists and creatives, and those with an established career who have never before made work for children, to partipate in this unique festival of world reknown in Galway. A small group of participants will be lead through a curated programme of festival shows and industry events including discussions, presentations, workshops, networking events, etc. The group will navigate the programme with mentors Phil Kingston, Community and Education Manager, Abbey Theatre and Maria Fleming, Theatre for Young Audiences Ireland (TYAI) Chair and freelance producer. 

The objective is that artists and creatives will be inspired to make work for babies, children and young people in Ireland, having been exposed to world class Irish and International work. This wonderful sector is multi-disciplinary and collaborative by nature and we encourage participants to network with visiting artists and programmers, develop their Irish and worldwide networks, with a view to possible future collaborations. You never can tell what might come from a brief chat!

Time period:

The programme will run for three days during Baboró International Arts Festival for Children, 16-22 October 2017. Dates to be confirmed.

Who is it for?

· Open to performance artists and creatives (writers, actors, dancers, directors, producers, choreographers, designers). You must be either interested in or new to making working for children and young people. 
· Artists and creatives based on the island of Ireland.
· A maximum of four artists/creatives will be chosen in 2017.

What do I get?

· A delegate pass for Baboró International Arts Festival for Children 2017.

· €200 per person towards costs associated with attending Baboró Festival.

· Festival Mentor Meetings: One-to-one and group discussions about the work seen,    the participants’ practice, ambitions, etc. 

· Introductions to Irish and International artists and programmers.
· A workshop on relaxed performances delivered by an experienced producer.

· Attendance at industry discussions and workshops.

· Networking opportunities with Irish and International artists and programmers.
Criteria:

· Applicants must be available to attend three days of Baboró International Arts Festival for Children, 16 – 22 October 2017. Dates to be confirmed.
· Applicants must be available and willing to participate fully in the programme.
· Applicants must demonstrate a strong interest in making work for children or young people.
Application process:

· Application is by open call to ensure fair selection and a wide range of participants.
· Please note that you can apply for either Baboró Festival Mentoring OR Pathways to Production in 2017, not both.
· Applications will be assessed by Baboró Executive and at least one Festival Mentor.
· Applicants are required to submit a completed application form and current CV of the lead applicant.

· Closing date for receipt of applications is 5pm, 21st September 2017.
