What We Do

Baboro International Arts Festival for
Children is Ireland’s flagship arts festival
dedicated to children and families. Babord
is a registered charity which works year-
round to bring meaningful arts experiences
to children in our community and to support
artists making work for young audiences.

The Festival

Our annual international festival dedicated
to children is the beating heart of what we
do - it’s what we work towards all year. To
complement the festival, we support and
nurture artists and creatives in Ireland to
make excellent and innovative work for

our young audiences. And we continue to
reach out into our community in an effort to
break down barriers to participation, so that
everyone can feel that they belong at Baboré
- that they are both seen and heard.

Our annual festival is the highlight of our year, where we celebrate children

as audience and artists. The festival is a curated programme of high quality,
engaging, provoking work from the best makers around the world and around
the country. It offers a range of genres, themes and age ranges so that there is
something for everyone. The programme includes theatre, dance, puppetry,
circus, visual art, literature and digital work. We invite children into theatres,
galleries, outdoor spaces and we also bring the festival to their classrooms,
school yards and local libraries. The festival is brimful of compelling stories -
stories that move us, challenge us, surprise us, inspire us, scare us, make us
laugh out loud and give us a glimpse into many cultures.

The festival champions every child’s right to experience and participate in the
creative arts. We take children seriously and do not underestimate their capacity
for understanding. We create spaces that are safe and welcoming and inclusive,
no matter the physical or intellectual challenges. We strive to present a festival
programme where children see themselves and their stories and interests
reflected, where they see opportunities to one day grace those same stages and
gallery walls. Above all, we want children to feel the collective excitement of
experiencing a range of live artistic encounters with friends, family, teachers

so that they feel that ‘festival buzz’ that inspires and excites.

Artist Development

The festival is a vital part of the national ecosystem of the children’s arts sector in
Ireland. It is an important gathering place for artists and creatives to see inspiring
work, broaden their network of Irish and international peers and presenters, to
exchange ideas and to meet potential collaborators. We curate a series of industry
events and professional development opportunities for artists and teachers to
provoke debate and challenge the status quo. The festival is also a space for creators
and educators to celebrate work for young audiences, embrace play and be inspired.
Our artist development programme operates year-round, offering professional
development opportunities and support to see work throughout Ireland.

Work in the Community

We are committed to making our festival and programmes more equitable.

Babord is building on our work in the community by bringing festival shows and
workshops into schools throughout the city and county, touring to rural schools and
community libraries, and unearthing new ways of reaching audiences that cannot
reach us. We work directly with teachers and schools year-round on innovative arts
in education projects in Galway city and county. We are building our community of
families, schools, artists and local organisations so that everyone feels that they can
belong at Babord. We collaborate with our Children’s Panel to ensure the voice of
the child is included in our work.

Babord’s Diversity, Equity and Inclusion Policy underpins all of
our work. We are committed to continuing to make the annual
festival and all of our programmes accessible to all.

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Rights of the Child

IN 1992 Ireland ratified the
United Nations Convention
on the Rights of the Child.

Article 12 — The Child’s Opinion

1. States Parties shall assure to the child who is capable of
forming his or her own views the right to express those
views freely in all matters affecting the child, the views of
the child being given due weight in accordance with the
age and maturity of the child.

2. For this purpose, the child shall in particular be provided the
opportunity to be heard in any judicial and administrative
proceedings affecting the child, either directly, or through
a representative or an appropriate body, in a manner
consistent with the procedural rules of national law.
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Article 13 - Freedom of Expression

1. The child shall have the right to freedom of expression;
this right shall include freedom to seek, receive and impart
information and ideas of all kinds, regardless of frontiers,
either orally, in writing or in print, in the form of art, or
through any other media of the child’s choice.

2.The exercise of this right may be subject to certain
restrictions, but these shall only be such as are provided
by law and are necessary:
(a) For respect of the rights or reputations of others; or
(b) For the protection of national security or of public order
(order public), or of public health or morals.

Article 31 - Leisure, Recreation and Cultural Activities

1. Recognise the right of the child to rest and leisure, to engage
in play and recreational activities appropriate to the age of
the child and to participate freely in cultural life and the arts.

2.Shall respect and promote the right of the child to participate
fully in cultural and artistic life and shall encourage the
provision of appropriate and equal opportunities for cultural,
artistic, recreational and leisure activity [
